
On Friday, 21st of October several groups had an unusual lesson of English. Groups BS-12, TK-12 and TZ-12 went to the museum of our university, but the excursion was in English! As for me it was very interesting, we not only learnt a huge amount of information about the NMU, but also had a peculiarly practical lesson. 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Then we went to the part of museum that tells us about history from 1912 to 1917 years, about transformation of academy to institute, about great scientists and founders of new scientific schools of our university.
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The third and fourth parts told us about Bolshevik’s transformation, opening of new faculties and schools, and the Second World War.
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The fifth and the most interesting and biggest part of museum told about the restoration and further development of the university, its outstanding graduates and researchers, and international relations of the Soviet period. I want to say that the institute was nearly destroyed, there were only walls and nothing more, but it was restored in short time!
